	Infratrochlear nerve
	Leaves the orbit below the pulley  of the oblique muscle
	The skin and conjunctiva  on the medial part of the upper part of the eyelid and adjoining part of the side of the nose

	
	External nasal nerve
	Leaves the nose by emerging between the nasal  bone and nasal cartilage
	The skin on the side of the nose down as far as the tip

	It enters the orbit and appears on the face through the infraorbital foramen .It immediately divides into numerous small branches which radiates out from the foramen

	Emerges from  beneath the anterior border  of the masseter muscle

	Auriculotemporal nerve
	Ascend from the upper border of the parotid gland between the superficial temporal vessels and auricle
	The skin of the auricle , the external auditory meatus , the outer surface of the tympanic membrane , and the skin of the scalp above the auricle
