it begins to develop at 4th week

regarding thyroid gland , choose the wrong :*

it's the first galnd to develop in the embryo

it begins to form about 24 days after fertilization

it decends in the neck , passing dorsal to the developing hyoid bone

it divides into right & left lobes which are connected by the isthmus of the thyroid gland

it reaches its final site at the 7th week

taste buds , choose the wrong*

the vallate & folliate papillae appear close to the terminal branch of the glossopharyngeal nerve

the fungiform papillae appear lateral near terminal branch of chorda tympani

taste buds are sensitive to touch

they form on the dorsal surface of the tongue and posterior wall of the orophrynx

taste buds develop inductive interaction between epithelia cells of the tongue & invading gustatory nerve cells from the facial nerve
