The Nervous Tissue
A.Pages that are required form the nerve chapter:

  All pages are required from 183 to 217 EXCEPT:

1. Development of Nervous tissue 183 and 184 till before the clinical correclation.

2. Inclusions at page 187 including lipofucsin and lipid droplets but keep in mind that cytoskeletal components, dendrites and axons are required. 

3. At page 190 the second column is not required.

4. At page 196, 197 and 198 Generation and conduction of nerve impulses till the starting of synapses and transmission which is required,.

5. Neurotransmitters at page 201,202 and 203 till the starting of peripheral nerves which are required.Besides, the table 9-1 is not required.
6. At page 204, Functional classification of Nerves as well as the conduction velocity till the starting of somatic motor and autonomic nervous system.

7. At pages 205,206,207and 208, the somatic motor and autonomic nervous system , the motor component of the somatic nervous system ,the autonomic Nervous system,the sympathetic nervous system, the parasympathetic nervous system are not required except that you should read anything about the nerve endings. Besides, the table 9-2 is not required. Keep in mind that the ganglia at page 208 and the following pages is required. 
8. At pages 210,211and 212 Central nervous system,meaninges ,dura mater ,Arachoid and the pia mater till the beginning of blood-brain barrier are all not required.

9. At page 213, the choroids plexus until cerebrospinal fluid. The cerebrospinal fluid is required and the most important thing in it is that you know who produces it.
10. From the cerebral cortex at page 214 till the end of the chapter is NOT REQUIRED.

 B. Some pages are required from the chapter of muscles which are copied at booklet number 

1.  innervation of skeletal muscles and the impulse transmission at pages 166,167,168 and 169.Keep in mind that you are looking mainly for the motor end plate in the previous pages.
2.At page 170,171 and 172 , the topic muscle spindles are required till the beginning of the golgi tendon which are not required .

C. one page is required at the chapter of special senses which is at page 511, the subtopic encapsulated mechanoreceptors but keep in mind that the paragraph that starts with Ruffin endings is not required. 

The clinical correlations of all chapters are to be overviewed and superficially read.

The pages that are not required are of course to be superficially read to get the broad points about them.
