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The most important two things you should memorize and know from this lecture are:

e The organisms causing the infections which are usually Staphylococcus aureus and
Streptococcus pyogenes (Group A); most of the infections in this lecture can be caused by both.
e The antibiotics used for treatment

ORGANISMS CAUSING THE INFECTION
Impetigo (common in children) Both
Cutaneous abscess; in this case only Incision S. aureus
and evacuation of the pus is required (usually)
Folliculitis (Including Furuncles or Carbuncle) S. aureus
Erysipelas Group A (S.pyogenes)
Cellulitis Both, Haemophilus influenzae (in children)
Necrotizing Fasciitis Both and also it can involves
Clostridium perfringens
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IMPORTANT ANTIBIOTICS
Group A streptococci, Streptococcus Penicillin
pyogenes
Staphylococcus Aureus Cloxacillin
If both, or we don’t know which one of them Cephalexin (Cefazolin)
In case of Necrotizing fasciitis Penicillin-Clindamycin-Gentamycin
(Because it is the most sever) Remember surgery is the most important here

You should remember from the foundation block that Staphylococci = in clusters,
Streptococci = in chains; just in case they put this in the question it will help you to identify the organism
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
