3) Infection through ingestion of egg (F)
4) Causing periportal fibrosis (Liver Granuloma) (T)
5) Water transmitted disease infection caused by penetration of cercaria (T)
6) Need snail intermediate host (T)
7) Diagnosed by blood film examination (F)
(the diagnoses done by the egg in stool )
Schistosoma is:

1) Intestinal termatodes

2) Liver cestodes

In Schistosoma:

1) Infection by ingestion of water vegetables containing encysted metacercaria(F) (this is Fasciola hepatica) 
2) Need snail intermediate host (T)
3) Diagnosed by blood film examination (F)
4) Splenomegaly, ascetic, portal hypertension  cancer, bladder complication (T)

5) Diagnose associated with  immunosuppression (F)موشرط
6) Chemotherapy  is effective in treatment (T)

 In Fascioliasis:
1) Diagnosis is by finding aperculated egg in stool (T)
2) Chemotherapy is effective treatment against infection “Bithional” (T)
3) Infection through consumption of egg (F)
4) Fever, hepatomegaly & oesinophalia is the  main symptoms (T)
5) Zoontic disease (T)

6) It needs second intermediate host (snail) to complete cycle (T)
7) Duodenal aspirate can aid in diagnosis (detecting egg) (T)
8) Eating raw infected liver ( containing adult fasciola) causing infection (F)
9) Eating raw infected liver causing Halazoon suffocation (T)
10) Eating raw infected liver causing infection of dogs (F)
 Enterobius Vermicularis is:
1) Rare in children (F)

2) Called pin worm (T)
3) Egg require time to mature outside the body (F))it has autoinfection so it does not need to become mature outside the body) 
4) Infection is by ingestion of larva (F)
Strongyloid stercoralis belong to:
