
Indications of Cardiac Surgery

1. IHD:
a. Indications for surgery 
i. Failure of medical therapy or percutaneous intervention.
ii. Left main coronary artery disease
iii. 3-vessel disease with left ventricular dysfunction 
iv. Mechanical complications of myocardial infarction.
v. Associated valve disease
2. Valvular heart disease:
a. Mitral stenosis
i. When symptoms of severe SOB appear  like: exertional dyspnea, pulmonary hypertension, hemoptysis
ii. Severe mitral stenosis : less than 1 cm opening
iii. Left atrial thrombus
b. Mitral regurgitation
i. Significant shortness of breath : Symptomatic, dilated left ventricle, diminished ejection fraction
c. Aortic stenosis
i. Symptoms (angina, shortness of breath, syncopaal attacks)
ii.   Severe aortic stenosis
d. Aortic regurgitation 
i. Symptomatic patients, Progressive left ventricular dilatation
3. Thoracic aortic disease
a. Aortic aneurism 
b. Aortic dissection 
4. Pericardial effusion
a. Drainage by catheterization unless the fluid is not accessible
