 definition:
 Perichondritis is inflammation of the 
 perichondrium, a layer of connective tissue 
 which surrounds cartilage( with spread 
 lobule area)

 causes :

 Trauma 

 to the cartilage 

 surgical (mastoid surgey) 

 frostbite

 burn 

 otitis externa 

 most common organism :  pseudomonas

 clinical features :

 fever 

 swelling 

 pain 

 management: 

 IV antibiotic 

 incision and drainage

 removal of necrotic tissue 

 complications: cauliflower ear (end stage of untreated 
 hematoma

 piercing 

 redness 
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
